HOW IONIZER WORKS
THE BASIC FUNCTION OF WATER IONIZER IS TO DIVIDE WATER INTO TWO ELECTROLYSIS FORMS:
= ALKALINE WATER « ACIDIC WATER

THE BASIC PRINCIPLE OF IONIZER IS NOTHING MORE THAN GIVING THE WATER ITS BASIC LIFE FORM. THANKS TO CHARGED ELECTRONS IT IS TURNED INTO
ALKALINE LIVING WATER.

EACH IONIZER WE OFFER CONTAINS PLATINUM COATED TITANIUM PLATES (ELECTRODES) WHICH FORM THE ELECTROLYSIS CHAMBER SEPARATED

PLUG THE POWER CORD INTO THE POWER OUTLET

PLUG THE POWER CORD INTO THE POWER OUTLET. YOU " LL NOTICE THAT THE LCD SCREET LIGHTS UP AND CHANGES IN 7 DIFFERENT COLOURS WHILE
MAKING A PROMPT SOUND. BY PROMPT SOUND THE DEVICE INDICATES IT IS READY IN STAND-BY MODE WHICH LASTS FOR ABOUT 1 MINUTE. IF NO STEPS
ARE TAKEN FOR THE IONIZED WATER TO BE PRODUCED (“POWER" BUTTON) OR NO OTHER ACTION TAKES PLACE, THE DEVICE WILL GO INTO SLEEP MODE. BY
PRESSING ANY BUTTON ON THE TOUCH PANEL THE DEVICE WILL GO BACK TO THE ACTIVE MODE AND IT IS READY FOR USE.

NOTE: FOR SAFETY REASONS, THE DEVICE WILL AUTOMATICALLY TURN ITSELF OFF AFTER 15 MINUTES OF RUNNING ON THE SAME WATER LEVEL.

HOW TO USE THE IONIZER
A SELECT THE DESIRED WATER LEVEL AND PRESS “POWER" BUTTON TO TURN THE IONIZER ON. PRESS THE “POWER" BUTTON AGAIN TO TURN
THE DEVICE OFF.

B YOU CAN CHANGE THE WATER LEVEL AT ANY POINT IN THE PROCESS OF WATER IONIZATION, EXCEPT WHEN THE STRONG ACIDIC WATER IS PRODUCED.

C STRONG ACIDIC WATER CAN ONLY BE SELECTED WHEN THE IONIZER IS OFF. DURING THE PROCESS OF PRODUCING THE STRONG ACIDIC WATER IT WILL NOT
BE POSSIBLE TO CHANGE TO ANY OTHER WATER LEVEL. TO DO SO, YOU WILL NEED TO TURN THE IONIZER OFF. FOR SAFETY REASONS, THE IONIZER WILL

Verify if it stops after a few seconds after
turning the ionizer off.

Check if filters have been replaced.

Check the side flow control valve, water
diverter valve and main shut off valve.

Have the filters been changed?

White flakes in water due to calcium
build-ups.

Check the ionizer s fuse.

Has the ionizer been in use for longer
period of time?

Verify if there was no overheating error on
the screen.

This is normal as there will be still water inside the
ionizer after being turned off, especially from the dra-
in. If a long time has passed after using the ionizer
and the water is still dripping, contact your dealer for
further assistance.

Contact your dealer to purchase new filters.

If any of these are closed or partially closed, water
flow will be restricted.

If the filters haven "t been changed, the flow restric-
tion could be an indication of the need to replace the
filters. Dirt and debris clog the filter, thus reducing
water flow.

In hard water areas, it is recommended to perform
citric acid flushes in addition to self-cleaning cycles
to reduce the build-ups.

Contact your dealer.

If so, remember that the ionizer will shut itself off
after 15 minutes of use.

If so, wait 60 minutes before using the ionizer again
to allow enough time for the ionizer to cool down.
